EARTH BALLOON @ HBMS:  Thursday & Friday, Oct. 25-26, 6th Graders & Parents* 
The Earth Balloon is a satellite image model of our physical earth.  The view from inside is 
like looking at the earth from outer space, except there are no clouds covering the planet.  The 
balloon is 22 feet high with a diameter of 19 feet.  It is constructed from 24 panels of 
polyester.  Each panel represents one time zone.  All 6th grade Earth Science classes will attend 
a class inside the balloon which will include instruction about the continents, oceans, major 
mountain ranges, deserts, rivers and cities over 1 million people.  The “Ring of Fire” 
(volcanoes) and tectonic plates will also be discussed.   
 
The balloon was purchased by the Environmental Education Dept of Roswell at a cost of 
approximately $19,000 and is available to all Roswell schools.  Principal Joy Schroerlucke 
asked to bring the balloon to Holcomb Bridge Middle to give earth science students the 
opportunity to see a one-of-a-kind model of earth and the only such teaching tool in the 
southeast United States.
