Depending upon the age and needs of the student, testing 
will require one to five days of one hour sessions.  Once tests are administered, eligibility will 
be determined and parents notified by the local school within 4 to 6 weeks.

Schools is required to gather information in the following areas:  Mental Ability, Creativity, 
Achievement, and Motivation.  The grade level and former testing experiences of a child 
determine exactly which instruments will be administered.  During the testing process, the 
TAG Eligibility Team may request your consent to administer one or more of the following 
instruments:  Cognitive Abilities Test (CogAT), Naglieri Nonverbal Ability Test (NNAT), 
Torrance Test of Creative Thinking (TTCT), Stanford Achievement Test (STAT-10), and/or 
Gifted Rating Scales-Motivation (GRS-M).  Each specific test is only administered to the 
student once every two years.  For a more detailed description of each instrument, please see 
the Q&A entitled “Talented and Gifted:  Testing Process (Grades K-5).”
