Iowa Tests of Basic Skills (ITBS) – 8th GRADERS         
The ITBS will be administered on September 24th – 28th. The Iowa Tests of Basic Skills are norm-referenced tests. 
Georgia law mandates that a nationally norm-referenced test, such as the ITBS, be administered annually to students in 
grades three, five, and eight. The purpose of a norm-referenced test is to obtain information about the performance of 
Georgia's students and compare it with that of students in a national sample. The results are used for evaluation, 
decision-making, and instructional improvement. Specifically, these scores will affect high school placement for grades 9-
12.  

Tests will be administered first thing in the morning, so please be sure that your student arrives to school on 
time and well-rested. On Monday, Wednesday, and Friday all students will follow a different bell schedule 
to guarantee adequate instructional time for 8th graders. On these days class periods will be in the following 
order: Homeroom, 7th, 8th, 4th, 5th, 6th, 2nd, then 3rd period. Please keep this in mind when scheduling any 
appointments for your student.
